Neratinib is approved in the United States for both the extended adjuvant treatment of adult patients with early stage HER2-
positive breast cancer following adjuvant trastuzumab-based therapy and HER2-positive metastatic breast cancer and is 
marketed in the United States as NERLYNX® (neratinib) tablets.
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
