shown promising efficacy in pre-clinical investigation in non-alcoholic steatohepatitis (NASH).

Under the terms of the agreement, LG Chem will obtain exclusive worldwide rights, except Greater China region and Japan,
to develop and commercialize TT-01025.

TransThera will receive upfront payment as well as development and sales milestone payments, totaling up to $350M, plus
tiered royalties on the annual net sales. LG Chem will be responsible for the further development, manufacturing and
commercialization of TT-01025.
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
