He added further that efforts are being taken by the government to provide free diagnosis and treatment as well as nutrition
support and relevant financial enablers to the patients from government and private hospitals. He further emphasised that the
solution to lung-related health challenges lies in bringing together all the stakeholders, namely, the health care professionals,
policy makers, and the communities they serve.

"That is why we are intent on developing a large social movement over health," he concluded.
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
