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India among top 5 contributors for Ebola relief

Singapore: According to a fact sheet released by the US, India is among the top five contributors for Ebola relief efforts. The 
top five countries are the US ($113.8); the European Union ($55.5 million), Canada ($31.9 million), the Netherlands (21 
million) and India with $12.5 million.

The US Secretary of State, Mr John Kerry said that though delayed, international assistance is now pouring into West Africa.
